•	Highlight eligible patients on the system, if possible, to 
promote opportunistic vaccination.

adults and maternal programmes is Abrysvo® PreF RSV 
vaccine (Pfizer Limited).

•	Vaccines are available to order via separate codes on 
ImmForm for the respective programmes. Please ensure 
you order from the correct stock. Aim to hold no more 
than two weeks’ worth of stock to avoid waste.  
 
- Prior to administering the RSV vaccine for the first 
time, vaccinators are encouraged to watch a preparation

programmes which are available year-round:

	The older adults’ programme for: 

•	Adults turning 75 years of age (who should be invited 
within 12 weeks of turning 75).

•	All adults aged 75 years and over (as part of an extended 
catch-up programme). 

•	All residents of care homes for older adults, regardless of 
age.

	The maternal programme for infant protection

•	The maternal programme for infant protection should be 
offered to all pregnant women from 28 weeks’ gestation. 

•	Pregnant women remain eligible for vaccination until 
discharge from maternity services, although early 
vaccination from 28 weeks is recommended.

•	Vaccination should be offered in every pregnancy to 
protect each infant against RSV.
